The office is paid for with pUblic funds voted by the
Commission at its regular public meetings. The office serves
the needs and purposes of the whole Commission (all six duly
elected Commissioners) and should therefore be available to
all six:·-Commissioners in ANC~A. There is no provision in
the law that restricts the use of the office to a limited
number of Commissioners, or the Chair, or to the Commission1s
staff assistant.

As for the minutes, these documents should be available
to all elected Commissioners. These are documents of public
record and would be available under the Freedom of Inform­
ation Act to anyone requesting them. The Commission and its
officers must act on this basis.

I shall appreciate action on my oral and written request
at your earliest convenience.
